Dear Potential Stallholder

Thank you for your interest in trading at our 2010 Festival.

The enclosed form is intended to give us the information we need about your stall. 
The Terms & Conditions are meant to ensure that the festival is a success for both the general public and yourselves as a business, so please make sure you read them.
As in previous years, traders at Beverley Festival this year are offered two options within the Festival Village: Based in the Craft Fair Marquee or to bring their own freestanding stalls.

Those in the Craft Marquee will have an area approximately 3.6m wide and a maximum of 1.8m deep (c. 12ft x 6ft). Tables and basic lighting will be provided and the use of one 13A power socket for running stall lighting only. 

Outside Stall Traders will be charged per metre of frontage for a 6m depth. 
The minimum frontage will be 3m.

‘The Festival Village’ is increasingly popular and 2009 saw it bigger and better with the arrival of two new Marquees; Alternative & Concert, it also saw the introduction of the ‘Americana Mini Festival’ and an expansion of the Wold Top Marquee and Late Night Festival Club, making ‘The Festival Village’ an even more vibrant part of the festival site. 

Feedback indicated that 2009 was our best year ever and for 2010 the festival will grow even further with a new area called ‘The Village Green’ being introduced offering more entertainment and things to do plus the further development of the Americana events.  
All we need now is for the weather Gods to be with us …..

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TERMS & CONDITIONS FOR TRADERS

[Please read and keep for your records]

· Risk assessments are required for all traders and should be returned with the Traders Application.

· All Traders Applications must be accompanied by a recent photograph of the stall.

· All Traders must have their own public liability insurance to at least £5 million. A photocopy of the relevant certificate must be included with this application and the original certificate must be available for inspection during the festival itself.
·  All electrical equipment must be PAT tested and be electrically safe.  Copies of relevant PAT Test Certificates should be included with this application. PAT certificates must be available for inspection upon request during the festival.
· Sub-contracting stalls or part stalls is not permitted without the written permission of the Festival Organisers in advance of the event.

· Craft Fair Marquee Traders will be given an area approximately 3.6m wide and a maximum of 1.8m deep (c. 12ft x 6ft). Basic lighting will be provided and the use of one 13A power socket for running stall lighting only.

Outside Traders will be charged per metre, or part thereof, of frontage for a 6m depth. The minimum frontage will be 3m.

· The Festival Organisers will endeavour to ensure there is not substantial overlap between the goods on offer at the various stalls, however the granting of a trading space does not guarantee the trader any exclusive rights.

· Traders may only sell those goods described in their application and agreed to by the Festival Organisers

· The Festival Organisers cannot be held responsible for any loss or damage to Traders’ stock or stalls.

· Neither the Festival Organisers or any of the staff or volunteers working for them shall be liable or responsible for any injury to traders, their employees, or members of the public within the confines of their allocated trading area.

· The Festival Organisers reserve the right to restrict movement and parking of vehicles on site.

· Non Catering Traders are not permitted to sell food or drink.

· Traders are not permitted to play recorded or live music without the explicit permission of the Festival Organisers.

· Traders must keep their stalls clean and in good appearance at all times.

· Traders must dispose of ALL waste generated by their stall at the end of the festival or prior to it at the request of the Festival Organisers and MUST use the recycling facilities provided.  

· Due to insurance and health & safety considerations, we are unable to accept anyone needing to keep their children or animals (except assistance dogs) with them, whilst working.

· Traders are strictly prohibited from drinking alcohol whilst the Craft Fair and Market Stalls are open and accessible by the general public. 

· Traders will be expected to be friendly and also vigilant (especially conscious of health & safety) whilst working.
· All Traders must supply a suitable fire extinguisher to be kept with stalls at all times.

· Items not permitted on site: body-piercing equipment, lasers, fireworks, potential weapons or generators.

· Traders not adhering to these Terms & Conditions or the instructions of the Festival Organisers may be asked to leave the Festival site with immediate effect at the discretion of the Festival Organisers.

· The Festival Organisers reserve the right to vary, add or take away from these Terms & Conditions without notice.
